South Jacksonville City Hall Rennovations Near Completion

You may have seen the activity over the last few months at the old South Jacksonville
City Hall building at 1468 Hendricks Avenue. That was Accubuild Construction working
on interior and exterior improvements. Funding for this project came from the State of
Florida, Department of State, Division of Historical Resources, assisted by the Florida
Historical Commission in the form of grant funds of $235,870. All of the exterior
improvements have been completed, except for a handicap access ramp. The building
has been returned to its original appearance when it was dedicated in 1915.

Between the time the grant was applied for in 2004 and when it was received,
construction costs have increased. SMPS has therefore applied for and received
another grant from the State, with additional City funds provided by Councilman Art
Shad, to complete the interior. This work is underway now; we are not sure of the
timetable, as the State is reviewing the budget for the year and there may be a small
adjustment to the amount we will receive from our grant.

It has taken several years to complete this project, but it is very fitting to have it
completed in the Centennial year of the formation of the City of South Jacksonville.We
look forward to having this building back in active use.  SMPS plans to have an office
and to display memorabilia of the early days of South Jacksonville and San Marco; the
upstairs will be leased as office space.
